They belong to the Alathur Sishya Parampara, being the disciples of Sangeetha Vidwan Shri. T.G. Padmanabham, a direct disciple of Shri Alathur Venkatesa Iyer. The sisters hail from a highly cultured and accomplished family of Hyderabad, beginning Carnatic vocal training from a tender age of six. 
Lalitha and Haripriya have performed extensively in almost all the prestigious music Sabhas in India and abroad. Madras Music Academy, Sri Krishna Gana Sabha, Mylapore Fine Arts Club, Karthik Fine Arts, Kapali Fine Arts in Chennai, Malleshwaram Sangeetha Gana Sabha, Gayan Samaj in Bangalore, Swathi Thirunal Sangeetha Sabha in Trivandrum,Sanmukhananda Sabha, Rasika Ranjani Sabha, Chembur Fine Arts in Mumbai are some of the famous Sabhas, where Hyderabad Sisters have given repeat performances. During the all-important event – Annual December Music Festival in Chennai – important to the musicians, rasikas and critics alike – Hyderabad Sisters are invited to perform in several sabhas every year. They are the only artists invited from Andhra Pradesh to give concerts on special occasions like Papanasam Sivan’s birthday celebrations, Dasara Jayanthis, Annamacharya Jayanthis, to sing exclusively the compositions of the Vaggeyakaras in whose memory the functions are conducted. 
Hyderabad Sisters have won several awards in various sabhas, notable of which is the "Raja Annamalai Award" of the Madras Music Academy in 1994. 



VEDANTAM NAGA CHALAPATHI RAO
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Vedantam Venkata hails from the illustrious Vedantam family of Kuchipudi which is known for its 'Natya Parampara' (dance inheritance). He was initiated into dance at the tender age of five by his father Vedantam Rattayya Sarma. His precision to footwork, agility and his ability to emote expressions had earned him admiration from stalwarts like Vedantam Raghavayya, Vedantam Radhesyam, Vempati Chinnna Satyam and Vedantam Satyanarayana Sarma. 

Chalapathi mastered the quintessential female impersonation (Stri Vesham) of Kuchipudi natyam with an élan that won him kudos from his gurus as well as scholars. Not to be typecast into singularly female roles, he took to other male roles with equal comfort. His portrayals of 'Hiranyakashipa' in Bhakta Prahalada ballet, 'Bali Chakravarthy' in Ksheerasagara Madanam bear testimonial to his prowess. 

Chalapathi has performed extensively in prestigious dance festivals like Khajuraho Festival, Ananya Dance Festival, Siddhendra Yogi Festival, Times of India Festival, etc. He has performed at India Habitat Centre, Delhi; Krishna Gana Sabha, Chennai; and toured the US, China and Japan. He is currently pursuing his PhD from Telugu University.
